1. LONGTERMOBJECTIVES OF THEGANIZATION
The overarching objective of the society is to reunite the children living on the rail platforms with their
parents andamilies withan emphasison preventing the children, giwg no formal training to most voérable
children once they are resettled, tevert to their homes.Emphasiss also given to preventing trafficking
among children living on their own on the street
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2. BACKGROUND: BACKGROUND INFORMANONEORGANIZATION

MARGADARSHS a registered society, working for the most vulnerable childresouiety exclusively
working for street children and childbours. The genesis of therganizationstems from its vision of helping
and enabling those children who are rendered homeless and who live in the most difficult circumstances in
their struggle for survival, by factors which are most often, out of their control. The experience of Margadarshi
shows that even when the children leave their homes; iisomplex set of underlying factors which are
instrumental in their decision to abandon their homes to survive on their own. Though only a few children are
orphans neglected rag pickers and vulndegbin the true sense of the word, all of them ultimately end up
living the lives of orphans. Margadarshi started initially coveladaburagi Wadi (Karnataka). The need
assessment started with informal visits to the railway platform, bus stand and memkéactingthe children.
Slowly a rapport with the children was established. The children were provided with shelter food and gradually
recreational visits outside the railway platforms such as pichics to nearby places were organized and taught
nonformd education. These initial attempts helped tloeganizationto create a climate necessary for the
children toopenand divulge the details of their history in terms of where they were from and their reasons for
leaving home.

1) Restoration Case 68377, PraveenMale/ 07 Yrs.

Background of the Children, the Circumstanaed Distress situation

Naresh S/o Rangnath and Reshmg,edrsold boy is native of Raoor village in Chittapur taluk his
Parents are daily wagers. He is studying fthS&andard.On 19/4/2016, NEKRTC Controller, ChittaBus
station, telephoned 1098 and told that a child was standing weeping in bus stand for a long time, and asked
CHILDLINE to come to bus stand and take care of the child. Accordingly, CHILDLINE teanmvim&mdmer
and Ms Marlamma went to thebusstation and consoling the child, a person from the gathered people told
that the child is from Rawoor village. CHILDLINE staff went to Raillage along with the child and located
his house; met his parentspunsdled them and handed the child to his parents. CHILDLINE cautioned the
parents against leaving the child on its own, as the child lands in wrong hands, they may haveadoface
problems in getting him bacK he parents cuf sorry figureand thanked CHILDLINE team for their concern
towards the children.

CHILDLINEBtervention andImpact:

CHILDLINE, immediately took prompt action and rushedtisstationand took him to his house and
handed over the child to his parents, but not befa@insdlingand cautioning.

Background of the Children, the Circumstanaed Distress situation

BhagyashreeD/o Venlatesh Guttedar was from Martur in Chittapur Taluk, her mother was déas,
father got married another time and living wither, Bhagyashrewasalso staying with them. Bhagyashree
studiedup to 6" std. and left the school thereafter.

0On8/5/2016, on learning from aeighbaur that Bhagyashreds, now aged 12 years, marriage is fixed
for 9/5/16 CHILDLINE staff along with Goofficials from CDPO and Anganwadi Supervismd Teacher

relatives and persuaded them foostponethe marriage till Bhagyasee reaches marriageable age. Parents
agreed and stopped the marriage and gave an undertaking they will perform her marriage only after she
reaches the marriageable age and gamaindertakngto that effect.
